TEHRAN: A top Iranian security official said on Monday that the success of the Vienna
talks on the restoration of a 2015 nuclear deal depends on the US political
determination. Nuclear negotiations in Vienna have reached a stage where "the
outcome can be announced without guesswork," Secretary of Iran's Supreme National
Security Council Ali Shamkhani tweeted.

Ukrainian Foreign Minister
Dmytro Kuleba on Sunday
called on Russia to hold a
meeting within the next 48

hours to discuss Moscow's
military build-up along its
borders.

Taking to Twitter, Minister
of  Foreign Affairs of
Ukraine Dmytro Kuleba said
Russia failed to respond to

Kiev's request under the Vi-
enna Document. "Conse-
quently, we take the next
step. We request a meeting
with Russia and all partici-
pating states within 48 hours
to discuss its reinforcement
& redeployment along our
border & in temporarily oc-
cupied Crimea," he said.

In another tweet, Kuleba
added, "If  Russia is serious
when it talks about the indi-

visibility of  security in the
OSCE space, it must fulfil its
commitment to military
transparency in order to de-
escalate tensions and en-
hance security for all." 

In the past few months, the
West and Ukraine have ac-
cused Russia of  a troop
build-up near the Ukrainian
border in alleged prepara-
tion for an "invasion." 

Moscow has denied these

accusations, repeatedly
stating that it is not threat-
ening anyone and at the
same time expressing
strong concerns over
NATO's military activity
near the Russian borders,
which it deems a threat to
its national security.

Moscow has also said that
Russia has the right to move
troops within its national
territory, Sputnik reported.

US President Joe Biden on
Sunday (local time) told his
Ukrainian counterpart
Volodymyr Zelensky that the
US would respond "swiftly
and decisively" if  Russia
takes further steps toward
invasion.

Biden in a roughly hour-
long call with Zelensky as-
sured Ukraine of  US help to
any further Russian aggres-
sion, according to a White
House readout.

"President Biden made
clear that the United States
would respond swiftly and
decisively, together with its
allies and partners, to any
further Russian aggression
against Ukraine. The two
leaders agreed on the impor-
tance of  continuing to pur-
sue diplomacy and deter-
rence in response to Russia's

military build-up on
Ukraine's borders," added
the White House readout.

The call came amid US
warnings that a Russian in-
vasion of Ukraine could hap-
pen as soon as this week.

A senior Ukrainian official
said Zelensky renewed calls
for Washington to provide
greater military and finan-
cial support to Ukraine and
asked for Biden to visit
Ukraine as soon as possible.
US officials said a trip by
Biden to Ukraine is extreme-
ly unlikely.

The official, who had been
briefed on the conversation,
told CNN that Zelensky used
the call to suggest what the
official described as "con-
crete ideas to diminish the
Russian threat to Ukraine"
such as providing Ukraine
greater military support, in-
cluding more advanced
weaponry.

US would act swiftly if Russia
attacks: Biden to Zelensky

More NATO troops headed
to Eastern Europe and
some nations worked to
move their citizens and
diplomats out of  Ukraine
on Monday, as Germany's
chancellor made a last-ditch
attempt to head off  a feared
Russian invasion that some
warn could be just days
away.

With the world already on
high alert, UK Armed
Forces Minister James
Heappey said a Russian at-
tack could "effectively now

happen with no notice." 
That follows a warning

from US officials that an in-
vasion could come this
week - leading to a flurry of
diplomacy but also deter-
rence measures.

German Chancellor Olaf
Scholz visited Ukraine on
Monday and plans to con-
tinue on to Moscow, where
he will try to persuade
Russian President Vladimir
Putin to stand down. 

"We are experiencing a
very, very serious threat to
peace in Europe," Scholz
wrote on Twitter as he ar-
rived in Kyiv. 

German leader visits Ukraine

85 held for lynching man for blasphemy in Pakistan

US rescue teams search for seven 
people after plane crash 
WASHINGTON: US Coast Guard is searching for an aircraft with
seven people on board after it crashed on Sunday off the coast of
Carteret County, in the US state of North Carolina, local media
reported on Monday. According to local broadcaster WCTI-TV,
Carteret County's officials believed the aircraft crashed into the
water approximately four miles east off the coast of the county with
four teens and three adults including the pilot on board. The Coast
Guard described the aircraft as behaving "erratic" before it
disappeared from radar screens, the broadcaster reported.
